explains how well a fund performs in time periods where the benchmark's returns are greater than zero. Downside Capture: explains how well a fund performs in time periods
where the benchmark’s returns are less than zero. Active Share: a term used to describe the share of a portfolio's holdings that differ from that portfolios benchmark index. It
is calculated by comparing the weight of each holding in the Fund to that holding's weight in the benchmark. Positions with either a positive or negative weighting versus the
benchmark have Active Share. An Active Share of 100% implies zero overlap with the benchmark.
